e Actas afriendly and welcoming presence, fostering community spirit and engagement
at town activities.

5. Maintaining Tradition
e Uphold and reflect Amersham'’s heritage through dress, announcements, and conduct.

e Begin each proclamation with “Oyez, Oyez, Oyez!” and close with “God Save the King;
May Amersham Flourish!”

6. Collaboration

e Work with Amersham Town Council, event organisers, and civic leaders to ensure
accurate and timely delivery of information.

7. Public Relations

o Where necessary represent Amersham at external ceremonies, festivals, and events,
enhancing the town’s image and visibility.
