What is the
Youth Council?

The Youth Council is an inclusive, non-party-political group of
young people who represent the views of young people living
in Amersham.

The Youth Council works closely with Amersham Town Council
to ensure that young people’s voices are heard in decisions that
affect their community.

Anyone aged 14-19 who lives, or attends a community group or
school, in Amersham is eligible to join the Youth Council.
There are a maximum of 15 seats available. Membership is
determined by Amersham Town Council following a recruitment
process. Open applications as well as nominations from parents,
schools and youth groups are welcome.

Roles & Responsibilities

The role of a Youth Councillor requires enthusiasm, time
and commitment. You will be asked to attend various
meetings (approx. every © weeks) and the occasional event.
You will need to be comfortable working with a wide range
of people, including adults and other young people. You
must be community-minded and be willing to advocate for
young people. Specific roles and responsibilities, e.g. Chair,
vice-Chair, will be determined by the Youth Council at the
first meeting.

Have the approval of your parent, guardian or
carer (if you are under the age of 18)

Have the time, availability and commitment to
fulfil the role
